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Course Description
Aim: 
This course allows students to investigate a variety of topics essential to communicating about the industry of agriculture. Areas of study include interviewing, writing with or without using opinion, researching techniques, equipment and technology and presentation of the news and agricultural markets. Application of clinical and leadership skills are provided by participating in FFA activities, conferences, and skills competitions such as career development events (CDEs) and agricultural proficiency awards. Each student will complete a Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) Program/Internship.

Instructional Philosophy and Delivery Plan
Expectation: Students will be expected to meet all course goals by demonstrating their understanding of the basic concepts of each topic area. In order to pass the course students will need a minimum of 65%. 

Delivery Method: Instruction will consist of individual hands on activities and projects, group work, lecture, discussion, reading, writing, self-assessment and the use of technology.  FFA activities and Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) programs will be incorporated into the course. 

Community Involvement: Guest speakers from the community will be brought in throughout the course.  Learning trips will be taken for various units in the course. Students will also have to use community resources to complete individual and group projects. 

Assessment: Students will be graded on the following items: journals, portfolios, presentations, written reports, tests, daily work, group work, and individual projects.

Major Course Projects
· Plan and implement an agricultural literacy program in the school or community.
· Research, interview, check facts and attribute sources for a news story.
· Evaluate a news story for the four primary news determinants.
· Write a lead paragraph for a news story which holds a readers attention.
· Write an article for publication that is free of opinion, grammatical errors and punctuation mistakes.
· Prepare and present a 20 minutes agricultural radio broadcast, creating original radio personalities and using music, news, markets and weather.
· Edit a news story for redundant phrases, colloquialisms, cliches, unnecessary phrases and inaccurate facts.
· Create a multimedia presentation to convey information.
· Produce a news story with at least one key photograph which helps to illustrate the story.
· Edit photographs using digital graphics software.
· Present an prepared or extemporaneous speech.
