Students need to read, comprehend, and interpret information from many diverse media and formats daily. For example
after reading an article about action taken by the state legislature, students should be able to explain how our legislators
are acting in the capacity of the legislative branch, and what legislative powers were being exercised.

Some further examples they are exposed to at school, on the job, and at home are: literature, textbooks, and online
references. Interpreting information is essential in workplace communication such as: email, memos, instructions.
