Students want to make changes in their world. In order to effectively argue their position, they must learn to base
their argument on fact, not emotion. By anticipating in advance what the opposing argument may be, the writer will be
prepared to address those concerns in a competent manner. Whining, mudslinging, complaining, and getting angry
only add to the problem.

For example: It may be easier to convince a parent to purchase a new electronic device if the argument is based on
claims that it will improve academic performance or keep you safer, versus the claims that “everyone else has one”
and “you are the meanest parents in the world.”
