Also please include a comprehensive description of the personnel, activities, and timeline that will be used to meet and sustain the goals of the proposed project.

☐	Project Narrative (no more than 4 pages)
Provide a detailed project narrative including the following information:
· Describe how your project will produce high-impact and measurable educational results.
· Discuss type of technology used and why you believe this to be an innovative use of technology. Indicate how your project will align to the key content standards addressed by your grade level/content area and to 21st century skill development.
