	The project abstract should be a self-contained, brief description of the proposed project to include the purpose and outcomes.

3. Project Narrative (Maximum 4 pages)
	The project narrative should be succinct, self-explanatory, and organized in the order outlined in this section so reviewers can understand the proposed project. Describe how your project will produce high‐impact and measurable educational results. Please include how this project relates to your school district’s technology plan and indicate how your project will align to the South Dakota Department of Education’s goals and aspiration.  

1. Background and Need:  Describe the extent of your need for the upgrades and what problem the upgrade addresses; provide an explanation of why this project could not be done without the allocation of the grant funds.  
2. Approach: 
i. Purpose: Describe how the funds will benefit the entire school or school district and how this grant will foster student achievement.
ii. Outcomes: Cleary identify outcomes you expect to achieve. Outcomes are the intended results that are expected as a consequence. All outcomes should indicate the direction of desired change (i.e. increase, decrease, maintain).
iii. Sustainability: Illustrate how you plan to sustain and maintain any products or services acquired using these grant funds.
iv. Timeline: Include a timeline demonstrating that the project can be completed by May 1, 2014. 

3. Budget Narrative: An itemized budget narrative is required as part of an applicant’s submission and will be scored. When developing the budget narrative, applicants should consider whether the proposed budget is reasonable and consistent with the purpose, outcomes, and program strategy outlined in the project narrative.  You must provide matching funds of up to 30% of the project total amount. Include an explanation of where you plan to leverage these funds.
